• Belief in the importance of 4-H youth development and the ability to effectively communicate it 
to the community.

• Self starter; be able to work with minimal supervision from professional staff 
• A willingness to become familiar with and work within the philosophy and guidelines of K-State 

Research and Extension, Kansas 4-H, and the local 4-H program.

in planning and carrying out fundraising activities as determined by the committee.
